Features/Fixes

1. Fixed condition where occasionally the unit may remain on in certain vehicles.
2. Fixed condition where the first ¼ mile run or 0-60 run after a firmware “flash” (upgrade) may have a corrupted data file and fail to upload to the PC.

3. Fixed incorrect Chrysler/Dodge vehicle Multiple Displacement System Status readout.

4. Added new parameters as follows:

a. General Vehicles (if supported by Vehicle)

i. Boost/Vacuum (all vehicles with a MAP *and* a Baro sensor).  Normally Aspirated vehicles will only read vacuum, but super/turbocharged vehicles will show both vacuum and boost.  The field LABEL will change to indicate boost or vacuum and WILL CHANGE UNITS appropriately.
b. Chrysler/Dodge (DCx) Specific Vehicles (if supported by Vehicle, not all parameters are supported for all years /model s/engines /transmissions)
i. Engine Oil Pressure

ii. MDS status for Hemi equipped cars now says “ON/OFF” vs. “8/6 cyl” for clarity in accordance with customer requests

iii. Fuel Level % (DCx specific, since SAE standard fuel level seems to incorrect for DCx vehicles)

iv. Transmission Input Shaft Speed 1 RPM

v. Transmission Input Shaft Speed 2 RPM

vi. Transmission Turbine Speed RPM

vii. Transmission Output Shaft Speed RPM 
viii. Current Gear Status

ix. Target Gear Status

x. Transmission Oil Temperature

xi. Blade position (throttle blade)
